2. What is Burke's overall argument about Hitler's rhetoric?
	Burke’s overall argument about Hitler’s rhetoric was that it was used properly and to his advantage. Burke throughout his analysis points out several times that rhetoric was used to Hitler’s advantage but also mentions that Hitler had no basis for many of his arguments such as, “…he was not offering people a rival world view; rather, he was offering a world view to people who had no other to pit against it,”(Burke, 218). Burke emphasizes that he had the tools but used the crowd’s ignorance to his advantage.
3. How does Burke explain Hitler's "unification device"? What are the four important features of this device? Explain specifically how Burke describes each one of these features.
	Burke explains Hitler’s “unification device” in parts. The four parts of the unification device includes inborn dignity, projection, symbolic rebirth, and commercial use. Burke describes Inborn dignigty is described as being an attribute to all men if they will bring it to themselves by living right and thinking right( Burke, 202). Hitler uses it causes a conquest against “inferior races”(Burke, 202). Hitler uses the projection device to establish a scapegoat. He gave the crowd somewhere to put their troubles. The symbolic rebirth was used by Hitler to emphasize a new change in lineage. This was used to emphasize the “difference” in the lineage. Burk emphasizes that this was a twist on Christian thought(Burke, 2013). The fourth devices was commercial. Burke emphasizes that it uses “…a noneconomic interpretation of economic ills,”(Burke, 204). He points out that he points out jew finance and that encourages aryan finance. 
4. What are Burke's action items in the conclusion of his analysis? What does he think the readers should do?
	Burkes emphasizes the use of continuous repetition of quotes, fear by emphasizing guards, and appeal by using a “world view”, and religious emphasis.
