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1) Pathos is used to “…persuade an audience by appealing to their emotions,”(Ethos, Pathos, and Logos Definition and Examples, 2015). The example of Pathos used for this project can be found under the RESOURCE tab on the webpage. The example is the use of a rotating image of faces and the number for the national drug hotline. We used this as a method to make a call for action. This appeals to the emotions of the audience by making a realization of how many people this epidemic is affecting and how easy it is to get help. We used this as a way to arouse emotion and as a method of help for those who may come across the webpage.  Another use of pathos can be found on the webpage under the Real Life tab. On this tab we used the story of a former addict that became internet famous for being overdosed in her car with her child. This is an appeal to emotion to show that this crisis can strike anyone, but anyone can recover. Pathos is also found in about the Real Life tab with the use of the “L’Addiction” video. This video is used to make the audience feel and see how addiction work and affects the body. To strengthen the argument the audience must understand the feelings and toll addiction takes. 
2) Ethos is defined as “…means to convince an audience of the author’s credibility or character,”( Ethos, Pathos, and Logos Definition and Examples, 2015). One example of the group’s use of ethos can be found on our webpage under The Project Tab under Interview. Under this tab we used an interview with a psychiatric nurse who teaches a psychiatric nursing class. As a psychiatric nurse or just as a health professional in general the individual has front-line experience with the opioid epidemic. The individual has been a health professional in this area of expertise for many years and has watched as the opioid crisis turned into an epidemic. This contributes to the credibility of our argument because of the individual’s educational and personal experience with this topic. Ethos can also be found on the Real Life tab where a former addict tells her own story. Ethos can also be found on the brochure where there are different quotes from former addicts. 
3) Logos can be defined as “…means to convince an audience by use of logic or reason,”(Ethos, Pathos, and Logos Definition and Examples, 2015). There are several examples used throughout many different aspects of our project and is our strongest tool of appeal. One example of logos is found under the ADDICTION tab on the webpage. On the page there is mention of how many people die from opioid overdoses and how often this occurs. Logos can also be found under THE PROJECT tab on the webpage. On this page there is use of sever facts about opioid use and the epidemic. These facts are listed and used to emphasize the reality of this epidemic and how large of an impact this really is having on the American people. Logos is found under the “The scale of the Issue: According to the CDC” panel on the brochure where there are several statistics presented to strengthen the argument.
4) Logical Fallacy: The logical fallacy that was committed in this project was hasty generalization. The hasty generalization fallacy can be seen as “…making a claim based on evidence that it just too small,”(Hasty Generalization Fallacy, 2019). In this project there was hasty generalization committed by grouping all addicts together and inferring that the general public has negative attitudes towards opioid addicts. This fallacy can be found throughout the project with the information provided on website and brochure. 
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
