	Revisiting Familiar Texts
	5 – 10 min
	Review Familiar Texts: Smells Like Thanksgiving 
I will read the text to K but encourage her to patriciate as it is a very repetitive text and supported by picture clues. We will review syllables by clapping out syllables of the words that change from each page. 
	· Tracking?  Yes, and using pictures 
· Ease with remembering texts?  Did not remember, had to remind her of the words and pictures 
· Other:  Didn’t want to read the book, but did it easily once we started.

Materials Needed: Uppercase/lowercase cards, Magnetic letters, Whiteboards, Alphabet strip 
First we will sing the alphabet together. Then K will do this on her own. If needed, I will join in. After she sings the song once, I will show her a box of letters and ask her to put them in order of the alphabet. I will have an alphabet arc available if she needs it. If she does well with this, we will sing an alphabet song that reviews the sound of each letter. 
Using pumpkin letter cards, K will match each lowercase and uppercase letter. We will organize them into two groups- which look the same/similar, and which are different looking. 
We will then use the whiteboards to match letters. K will have an alphabet strip for reference. I will write a letter on the whiteboard, and she should name it and copy it on her whiteboard. Given the option, we will take turns writing letters back and forth. 

	· Track automatically? When singing, she misses “N”. 
· Track letters accurately?  When doing the alphabet arc, I had to remind her to resay the alphabet as she would sometimes get off track and skip a letter, like N/ 
· Identify the letter/s/:  Was able to match all letters in the alphabet with the upper and lowercase cards. 
· Identify the sounds:  All sounds identified. 
· Says “see” for G. “say” for J. “ssss” for the J sound. This is a speech problem that should be recommended for services.

Memory Work:
1. Teach the poem or song until the child has it memorized.  Don’t go on until you are certain the poem is committed to memory.  If you need to, shorten the poem to only 2 or 3 lines.

Difficulty level, moving from whole to part (easiest to hardest).  Plan to do 2 “days” (maybe more) in 1 tutoring session due to our extended time.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Day 1:  Memorize the text (even if only 2 lines).
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Day 2:  Sentences—hand out sentence strips from the text and have students match them back to the original chart, one sentence at a time.  Provide personal copies of text for personal readers.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Day 3:  Words—pass out individual word cards for each sentence.  Tutee finds word and places it on top of its match in the pocket chart.  Practice rebuilding cut-up sentences, using one sentence at a time.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Day 4:  Letters/Sounds—reread and track on personal copies.  Call attention to specific letters and/or sounds for highlighting or underlining.  Harvest a few high imagery sight words for word cards.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Day 5:  Review & Assess—pass out word card envelopes to see if tutee can recognize any of the words out of context.  If not, have tutee match words in personal reader text.  Give mini-COW assessment, checking for tracking and word identification both in context and in isolation.
First we will orally review the rhyme. First I will point, then we will point together, and then I will ask K to point. From the assessment, she was strong in knowing the first two lines. We will use these two lines for the activity. 

I will have the rhyme written on a piece of paper that will be flat on the table/ground. We will then match word strips to the original rhyme. K will then read and point the rhyme. 

I will ask K to find individual words in the sentence.

Finally, I will use the word cards and ask k to reorganize them into the rhyme without support.

	· Text was easy  / hard to track

She mixed up the lines a few times, but after reminding her of the next word, she was able to continue with the poem. 
· No. of times read:  1st  2nd  3rd ___

We continued to read the poem until K was fluently reading the lines of the poem. We used different methods to practice the lines of the poem so that she could be exposed to different forms of the text. She did well with each method, even though she insisted that she couldn’t do it. once she did, she was proud of herself. 
· Describe their fingerpointing:

Finger pointed easily. Was able to track each word. Most words were one syllable words in the first two lines, but she was able to still follow along with words versus syllables.

Title of Book/s: Smells like Thanksgiving (Reading A to Z) 
Activity: syllable hunt 
First we will talk about what syllables are. I will ask K if she has ever heard of syllables and what they are if so. Syllables are chunks of sounds in words. The sound chunk always has a vowel in it. some words have one syllable while others have two or three or more!

There are a few ways to find out how many syllables are in a word. The first is by saying the word and counting how many times your jaw drops. Put your hand under your chin and count how many times your jaw drops. I will show you with “sun.” My jaw drops once so there is one syllable. Now you try with me. We will do it together. Now I will try with “sunset”. My jaw drops twice so there are two syllables in sunset. You try. 

We can also find syllables in words by clapping. You clap with each burst of sound that comes out of your mouth. So, for sun you would clap once. For sunset, there are two bursts so you can clap twice. K will try,
Now I will write sun on a board and we will look at where the vowel is. We will add set to make sunset and look at the vowels. When you say the word, where do you hear the break in syllables. We will draw a line. We will identify that there is a vowel in both syllables. 

We will continue this same practice of jaw drops, clapping, and writing the word for the following:
Purple

Frog 

Rabbit
K… 

We will then complete the syllable sort with pictures. The pictures should be sorted into 1, 2, or 3 syllables. I will model the first and then ask K to try. Support will be added when needed.  

We will then read the book. It is very repetitive, so on the first page, we will go over the words together. K will have a pencil and write how many syllables are in each word on the page. After the first page, she will write the number of syllables for the last word on each page.
*By the time they are able to do the more complex tasks, they are likely moving into the Beginning Reader Lesson Plan.
	·  Phonological awareness task was easy   /  hard /    just right?

When I first introduced syllables and explained them, K was getting each word correct, as practice went on, she started to repeat the pattern she did during assessment: clapping for the first second and then the rest of the word. We corrected this when it happened and explained the different sound chunks. When doing the activity sort, she dd best when I said the word and she clapped. That would be a skill to work on in another lesson. 
· Reading of book:  1st    2nd   3rd  

When I gave her the book, he started to pretend read it. after I pointed out the first two words on each page and referenced the pictures, she could read most of it using background knowledge and pictures. After we read it, we went back to count syllables. She did well with this activity.

I was happy to see that she wanted to read the book before I even mentioned it.

I reminded her to make her lips in a circle and use her hand to help and she was able to say it. we had a conversation about the word “giraffe” since it makes a different sound that and other g words.

	Read Aloud Book: Dr. Seuss’s ABCs

· Briefly describe your how you will engage the student with the book:
I will introduce the book as it is about the alphabet but, it is a goofy book about the alphabet with silly words. I will ask K to tell me what she can think of that starts with the letter on the page. 

After we read the book, K and I will both choose one different letter to make our own alphabet book entry. We will draw pictures and write sentences with as many words that start with the letter as possible. I will ask K to write her own sentence and have her read it to me. 
	· Engagement /Interest with the book
K enjoyed saying words that began with the letter that was being talked about. By the second half of the book, she was less engaged and started talking about things off topic.
· Ease with activity

K enjoyed the drawing and writing activity. We started to get off topic and started drawing pictures and labeling them with letters, but I allowed this as we were still practicing individual letters. 
· Notable behaviors:
She started to rolls her eyes when I got farther with the book and asked her to make another picture, so I think she loses interest in activities fast.  
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
