1. How does this student's current level compare to others in the same grade?

1. K is reading at readiness level when he should be reading at the Primer or 1st grade level. His confidence with reading is lacking, but he should be able to look at a simple text with practiced features and attempt to decode the words. 
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2. K is still at the early-middle latter name stage when she should be in the late letter name stage. At the mid-year of first grade, he should be making a score of 24-52 out of 52 on the spelling inventory, but he scored a 19 out of 40 as he failed to complete the assessment. 
3. For word recognition in isolation, he should be scoring 19-20 words on the Preprimer list and then moving up towards the first grade words list, but he only scored a total of 11 words out of 20 on the assessment. 
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4. For letter recognition and sounds, K did well with identifying each letter and sound. 

2. How does your student's rate of growth compare others and/or to the rate needed to be caught up?

1. K’s growth isn’t as rapid as wanted. He will need more intensive tutoring in order to catch up with his peers. He didn’t grow in spelling stage or reading stage over my tutoring with him. His word recognition score grew, but not to where it should be for mid first grade. 
2. When I first started working with K, he was very quiet and insecure with his stutter. As time went on, be began talking more with me and being more engaged with the work. After speaking with his teacher, K began talking with his peers and speaking to other teachers in the halls. At recess, he is playing with other people than just his cousin and is much more social.
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3. What recommendations can you offer the committee with regard to further intervention efforts related to (1) time, (2) intensity, and (3) duration?
1. Time: K receives one-on-one support from the librarian, but I would recommend that he words with a reading specialist for 2-3 hours per week. 
2. Intensity: He would benefit from one-on-one work to focus on the skills he needs. Small group lessons may be beneficial for practice as he is competitive and wants to prove himself to others. 

3. Duration: Intervention should be carried out for 6 to 8 works with assessments along the way to gain data for changes when necessary. 

4. I would recommend that K gets tested for dyslexia based on his scores and slow growth. 
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
