How much did this activity improve the parent child relationship was predicted by how many hours on average the parent spent with the child per week. Both variables were asked on a 0-10 scale. Findings indicate that there is a strong positive correlation (r=0.138) between the improvement of the parent child relationship and average hours spent with child per week. In other words, when parents spent more time with children per week their relationships were improved. The researcher does not know if this would be true in a larger population. 
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
