	Teacher will go review the PowerPoint and some of the main art works in the Pop Art period
Teacher will ask students if they have any art works they admire in particular

Teacher will ask students to share some of their definitions

Teacher will begin to explain the directions for the project, and what is expected of the students 
Teacher will show the teacher exemplar, and give the students time for any questions 

Teacher will instruct students to begin their work, and allow them access to the computer if need be

Teacher will go around the room asking questions like “Why do you consider this Pop Art”, and “What do you want your project to look like?”

Teacher will give the students a reminder of what is due, and when

Teacher will instruct students that it is time for clean up 

Teacher will ask students to turn in work on the desk at the end of the period for grading (another class may be allotted for work if need be)

Teacher will ask the students to sit quietly until the bell rings if they have cleaned up and turned in their work

Students will share their definitions of Pop Art like “It is colorful and bold art movement that includes contemporary ideas”

Students will listen and take notes 
Students will ask questions like “What materials are we allowed to use”

Students will begin their independent projects 

Students will answer the teachers questions with answers like “I was inspired by …..” or “I think Pop culture should be colorful because …..”

Students will listen and continue working

Students will find a stopping point and begin clean up

Students will continue to clean up while they listen and turn in their work once the room and their station is cleaned

The students will sit until the bell rings, talking quietly amongst each other in their seats.
