	Motivation:  Excite the student to want to participate by talking about animals
*Has anyone been on a farm?

*What animals did you see?

       *Can we all make the noise that (Blank) animal makes?
Hand out farm templates

(Teach to hold crayon like a pencil) and have students color their template

Start reading the book to the students
*As artist we illustrate. Talk about author being an illustrator

*What sound does this animal make?
*Ask Students what some of their favorite farm animals are.
Instruct to draw and color their favorite animal 
(Remind how to hold crayon)

Hand out animal template and instruct to color 2 animals. 
(Remind how to use crayon)
*Teach students how to use scissors and cut along the line
*Remind about safety 
*Teach how to use glue stick and glue piece to farm

Teacher will split students into groups of 4
*give example how to critique

Essential Questions: Ask students what they like about each other’s works.
Closure:
As a group can we name 5 different farm animals?
Can you tell the person next to you why you chose the animals you did?
