	TSW create an aboriginal lizard design; TSW utilize earth tones and dots in their design.
By viewing images, TSW understand that Australian art is symbolic of political, cultural, and religious influences.
TSW discuss and view a Presentation on Australia’s culture and art. 

TSW understand that Indian art plays a variety of roles in everyday life. It is an art of social, political and religious influences.

	Aboriginal Art has survived for over thousands of years and continues to be one of the oldest art forms practiced today. 

Aboriginal art consists of symbols. These symbols were used as a means of communication; communication of their lives on earth, their rituals, food, customs and also to show constellations. 

The Aborigines are the Australian natives that had been living there for thousands of years before the first Europeans came to Australia in the 1600s.

Symbols were used in order to show the presence of different things or objects that existed around them. 
Aboriginal artists created their works based on how the land was created, basing their subject matter mainly on patterns and animals.

	The teacher will greet the class and discuss today’s lesson.

The teacher will give an introduction and present images of Aboriginal Art
The teacher will then discuss the assignment. Each student will receive a 12x18 sheet of paper.
The teacher will allow the students to work the remainder of the class period and visit each student to give suggestions or advice. 
The teacher will collect each student artwork and instruct the students to clean their area.
The teacher will finish the day with a wrap up question (ex. What is the national animal of India), then dismiss the class.
	TSW find their seats and await instructions. 

Listen quietly to instructions.

TSW draw the outline of a lizard on their paper, then start filling in the area with small pieces of scrape paper.
