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Burke opens up the article by stating why someone might analyze or review Mein Kampf by Adolph Hitler. Essentially, he states that he can absolutely understand why people in general would simply ignore this body of work, but in doing so, they are, “contributing more to our gratification than our environment” (Burke, pg 191). Burke also then makes the connection from the text to a “medicine” that Hitler brewed up, and that we should analyze this text as to be able to recognize this “medicine” so that we may avoid it in the future. 
	Burke is then able to start diving into Hitler’s rhetoric. First, he notes that Hitler placed an importance on a geographic “Mecca” so to speak, but even more so, Hitler puts a heavy concentration on generalizing then enemy as 1 type rather than being divisive about who is and who isn’t an enemy. This strategy is used, “because to weak and unstable characters the knowledge that there are various enemies will lead only too easily to incipient doubts as to their own cause.” (Burke, p 193). 
	Burke is also able to identify what are the 4 features of Hitler’s unification device, the first of which being “inborn dignity,” meaning that man-kind is born with a sense of dignity, but is also born unequal. Hitler stresses the elevation of the Aryan race as opposed to the Jewish or Negro population. This divisive strategy only works because of the stress on the inequality 
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starting at birth. The second feature is the “projection device.” Essentially, Hitler is able to use Parliament to his advantage and paint them as a unifying evil force when describing them as this, “…Babel of voices; and, by the method of associative mergers, using ideas as imagery, it became tied up, in Hitler’s rhetoric, with “Babylon,” Vienna as the city of poverty, prostitution, immorality, coalitions, half-measures, incest, democracy…death, internationalism, seduction, and anything else of thumbs-down sort the associative enterprise cared to add on this side of the balance.” (Burke pp 200-201).
	The third strategy Hitler utilizes is “symbolic rebirth.” Giving people a goal to which they could see themselves working towards, and a common enemy in which to focus their attack, Hitler is able to give a, “malign twist to a benign aspect of Christian thought.” (Burke, p 203). When Hitler separated the school of thought and painted the races as completely different bloodstreams, he was well on his way to his goal of unifying the masses. All he had to do was institute his fourth strategy, “commercial use.” The financial motivations behind Hitler’s reasoning were well executed. Instead of focusing on finance as the enemy, it was “Jew finance” that was the problem in need of addressing. This was a strategy that, “…could stimulate an enthusiastic movement that left “Aryan” finance in control.” (Burke, p 204.)
	Burke calls for us as a people to step up to the plate and make sure Hitler’s actions cannot be copied. He emphasizes that we as a people must, “…find all available ways of making the Hitlerine distortions of religion apparent, in order that politicians of his kind in America be unable to perform a similar swindle.” (Burke, page 219.) We must be aware of these strategies, 
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such as repetitiousness, and the “curative unification by a fictitious devil-function” (Burke, p 218) as to not fall back into a similar situation for the good of the people.
