“To, With, By” method - Teach, Practice, Apply
~The students have prior knowledge on science lessons, and the basis on how to write a
narrative, Today we will be elaborating on writing character descriptions.

~We will get the students excited by mentioning how we will be linking what we are
learning in class today with our current science lesson: how different plants and animals in
an ecosystem interact with one another

~We will start off by playing a character matching game with the students. We will have
pictures of characters and strong character descriptions present on the screen so they are
able to match the characters together as a class.

Teaching & Learning Activities.

~First we will use the “to” method by showing an example of a description and a picture of
Nemo. We will have a strong character description written of Nemo, and the students wil
note what good aspects they see in the character description we provided. (powerpoint

~Then we will use the “with” method by showing a powerpoint with Mickey Mouse. We will
have a lst of different strong and weak descriptions of Mickey Mouse, and the class will
pick the descriptions that they think are the strongest. Once everyone picks, we will talk
about it as a class. (powerpoint slide #6)

-After, we will use the “by” method by having students write two sentences that describe
their turtle character from the turtle and beach litter narrative they wrote last class.
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
