According to a study conducted by the University of Georgia 18 billion pounds of plastic is deposited in our oceans each year. 


Ocean Pollution kills more than one million sea birds each year.


Scientist estimate that by 2050 there will be more plastic than fish in the ocean if we continue to pollute at our current rate. 


China and Indonesia are the biggest contributors of Ocean Pollution. They account for 1/3 of all waste found in the oceans.


There is an island of garbage in the Pacific Ocean that is twice the size of Texas.


Pollution has created “dead zones” which makes marine life uninhabitable in those areas.


Over 60% of Ocean waste lies deeper than 2000 feet in the Ocean. This includes glass, metal, tires, and other materials that are to heavy to float.
