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I am choosing to write my rhetorical analysis on Emma Watson’s United Nations gender equality speech. I chose this speech because it’s a topic that I’m passionate about. Watson delivers her speech clearly, articulately and touches on numerous points in regards to feminism itself, how it effects both men and women and addresses why feminists tend to get a bad reputation. I believe there are a lot of important aspects to discuss and analyze in this speech.
1) Audience- The audience of this speech is everyone at the 2014 United Nations, anyone who watched the speech online or on television and everyone who has since read the speech online. 
2) Speaker- The speaker is Emma Watson. Watson was named the Goodwill Ambassador by the United Nations and is an advocate for the HeforShe movement, which is the U.N.’s women’s gender equality campaign. Watson identifies herself as a feminist. 
3) Purpose- The purpose of this speech is to inspire its listeners to take a stand for gender equality, to explain what the true meaning of what being a feminist is and to advocate for not only female equality, but male equality as well. 
4) Context- This speech was given to a crowd of those who attended the U.N. in 2014. It took place inside. She stood on a stage at a podium with her audience sitting in front of her. It was broadcasted on tv and has since been transcribed and posted online, as well as full video coverage being posted online. 
5) Text- The speech itself was about gender equality. It touches on how women deserve to be given equal opportunities as men, should be paid as much as men, should be encouraged to be strong leaders and should have a say in what happens to their bodies. It also touches on how men should be able to freely express their emotions and not be expected to come across as strong in all situations. Men should also be allowed to be nurturing towards their children and play important roles in raising their kids.
