1) Pathos is defined as leading to audience to feel emotions by using an imaginable story to exemplify logical appeals (louisville.edu). Our example of pathos  can be found in our webpage https://oceanhealth1.weebly.com/ where we discussed the threats that our oceans experiencing today and what could happened if we do not perform any actions. In addition, we emphasized the importance of oceans to all the living things. Then, overfishing has tripled over in half a century, it is estimated that 47 percent of the world’s major marine fish stocks are fully exploited.
