1. What is Burke's rationale behind analyzing Hitler's Mein Kampf?
· It seems to be that Burke wrote this text to start a conversation. The analyzation was written in 1939, which was a year prior to The Munich Agreement (Analysis of Kenneth Burke, line 10). This goes into saying that Burke wrote this text in order to make Hitler seem a less credible, and to have his readers think about what Hitler was really trying to accomplish. 

2. What is Burke's overall argument about Hitler's rhetoric?
· The argument is that Hitler is trying to create a ‘place of prayer’ or a center for Nazi followers go to worship. He wanted to create a sort of cause for people to look up to and want to be a part of. Burke compared Rome and the Devil, to Munich and Hitler. He also mentions why he thinks Hitler chose the Jews to kill off. Burke poses a question saying, “Was his selection of the Jew, as his unifying devil-function, a purely calculating act?” (Burke, 196).  He then explains that he doesn’t think it was. He described Hitler as being ‘sensitive.’ His personal class struggle is what drove him to the slaughter. 

3. How does Burke explain Hitler's "unification device"? What are the four important features of this device? Explain specifically how Burke describes each one of these features. 
· He compares it to religious entities. Saying that Catholicism has a sort of cause and something to worship, Hitler wants to create that with his followers. He saw the Jews as the ‘International Devil.” The first feature is Inborn Dignity, which is the natural born dignity of a man. Burke says that Hitler used this with theories of race and nation. Projection device. This second feature is the process in which people are symbolically giving away their infirmities to the cause’ Hitler created. The third is Symbolic Rebirth. Burke explains that Hitler used this to separate a German bloodline from a Jewish one, so that his followers can be ‘reborn.’ The last feature is Commercial Use. He uses these ideals and sells them to common folk in order for them to follow him (Burke, 1939).
4. What are Burke's action items in the conclusion of his analysis? What does he think the readers should do?
