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Otto Jespersen praised English for being masculine in the year of 1905 as it was a man’s world (Sexist Language, page 3). Since then the Times have greatly changed to being equal and opportunistic to both sexes. Though there is still a norm for American English to be sexist which is how Keough’s defines the terministic screen in this article. For instance, men are given the description of a widower. While women are given a title of divorcee. As language determines the individual’s identity. Normalcy is based on a community’s values, and perceptions. As most roles are traditionally masculine, they have started “fixing” role titles by adding women or lady or a suffix (sexist language, page 9). Men were given the primary focus and women were an after thought so wrester is a male version and lady wrestler is the female form. Language provides us with identity as it teaches gender roles (Sexist Language, page 4). People are also more alike than unalike, so it is important that sexist language be eradicated. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]This language has greatly impacted the attitudes of both sexes as men are looked down upon if they have female traits. This represents the relationship between sexist language and terministic screen. Men are not socially allowed to show emotion or to work in traditional female roles such as a beautician, stay at home dad, or nurse as it is considered “pathological”, as these are care giving roles (sexist language, page 13, 14). Men are meant to be superior and “bring home the bacon” or be in executive jobs. While women are inferior and emotional care givers. To be considered a fully functioning human being however, a person needs to have characteristics from both sexes. A female needs to be able to voice her opinions and take care of herself. A man needs to be caring and rely on others to help him. A personal experience of the effect of sexist language was at a birthday party.  My sister and her friend who was a boy were roughly seven years old with all his guy friends. When it came time to opening presents, he was embarrassed because my sister gave him a barbie doll. This was because this was not a traditional boy’s toy. Though my sister and him played with barbies all the time. If sexist language wasn’t an issue my sister’s friend would not have been made fun of for playing with barbies. As the doll would be known as a children’s toy not a girl’s toy or boy’s toy. This would help relationships be qualitative and not about power. 
Most texts and even important documents exclusively only mention male pronouns he and him. As it is said that men domesticated animals (sexist language, page 8, 13). Man did this and man did that. This creates the idea that men are the only humans who have a personality. This can be very harmful to young girls, as this can make them feel less than human (sexist language, page 11).  As women were often left out of history. One of my teachers said a lot of the unknown or unanimous characters in books or in text books were usually females. As they usually worked behind the scene and were not able to voice their opinions. A lot of female authors up until recently would not use their full name as men wouldn’t read a book by a female. For instance, J.K. Rowling from the Harry Potter series or S.E Hinton who authored the Outsiders. Publishers and editors are now working to fix texts to being more androgynous.  This means that texts are becoming more abstract in pronoun usage by using they, them and or he/she. formally male words and roles are slowly becoming gender inclusive such as a wrestler, a person who engages in wrestling (sexist language, page 14).
