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	In Lars and The Real Girl, Lars and Bianca shared many different moments centered around friendship and romantic love. Most of the time, their relationship was more of a one-way relationship since Bianca was an inanimate sex doll. To Lars, the relationship gave him benefits and gave Bianca some as well. Bianca seemed to keep Lars somewhat sane while he was trying to develop his social interactions. Eventually everyone in the town was benefitting from Bianca and in return she gets hardly anything.
	In the movie, Lars started as an introvert who lived in the garage of the house that his older brother, Gus’s, house. Lars never really wanted to interact with anyone at his job, his church, Gus, or sister-in-law, Karen. One day at work there was a new girl named Margo that tried to talk to Lars but he blew her off and didn’t talk to her. After she walked away, his coworker showed him a website to buy sex dolls from. Lars at the time didn’t seem interested, but after some time, one sex doll dubbed the name Bianca arrived at the door. Lars was exited to tell Gus and Karen the news that he had a woman in his life, so he asked them if she could come to dinner and, because of their religious views, stay in a spare bedroom in the house. Gus and Karen were surprised and slightly worried since Lars was acting as if the doll was a real person. They told Lars that they were worried for Bianca’s health since she traveled so far, so they wanted to take her to the doctor. He agreed, and the doctor did a check up on Bianca as Lars watched. She told Lars that Bianca had to come back and get “treatments” but she was really studying Lars’s actions to figure out the best way to help his mental illness. The doctor told Karen and Gus to pretend that Bianca was real as Lars did, and soon enough the whole community began to do the same. 
	In Aristotle’s Nicomachean Ethics, he talks about three kinds of friendships: utility, pleasure, and character. Lars’s friendship with Bianca resembled a character friendship. Lars became more comfortable with social interactions throughout the movie while he was with Bianca. She helped him become better and more understanding of situations from others taking her to certain events around the town.
Many people in the community used Bianca in different places. She was taken to school to “read” to children, taken to the hospital to volunteer, and taken to a clothing store to work as a model (also known as a mannequin). In return Bianca seemed like she wasn’t getting anything in return, except in her job in the store where she was paid. Bianca in this case is receiving utility. Everyone in the community was building their character because after using Bianca at first as a utility relationship, they learned that they were helping Lars in the end and learned more tolerance for him and his usual beliefs about Bianca. 
The first time he met Bianca, Gus did not want to go with his brother’s beliefs that Bianca was real. But once he got used to it, he could tolerate it. He also discovered deep feelings inside him of guilt from leaving Lars with their depressed dad. He felt that it was his fault that Lars was mentally ill. In the end, Gus saw how much better Lars was with interacting with real people.  He also grew with character from Bianca and Lars being together. Bianca was a great influence to the community so that everyone in the town had a character building-friendship with her.
