              Goal 1 is developing an understanding of the concepts of biological science. The first three Biology classes you take at Longwood University are general Biology type classes. Throughout the last two years, I have learned how to use chemistry and math with biology.               Goal 2 is developing the ability to collect, organize, and evaluate scientific information through experiential learning.               Goal 3 is demonstrating the ability to communicate science effectively within and across disciplines.               Looking back on my life Longwood has been an interesting experience. I have also found that there are many types of professors.
