Teacher Lesson Plan
Grade Level: Three    Subject: Writing: Improving Word Choice
[bookmark: _GoBack]Lesson Aim/Objective:
The students will be able to revise their writing to incorporate detail with more elaborate, advanced word choice.
Materials:
-      Already made examples and non-examples of sentences
-    Exit Ticket 


Virginia State Standards:

g) Revise writing for clarity of content using specific vocabulary and information.
Motivation:
Word choice is important to teach to students because it helps them for the future when they have to write papers that have to include more detail and create visual images for the reader.
Instruction/Procedure:
I will first be explaining to the class what word choice is and why it is important. I will explain that descriptive word choice is important because it adds detail to your writing. Word choice is important because it will help you create a vivid picture for the readers mind and well selected words appeal to the reader's senses. When you read a book and there is more descriptive words/no repetitive words it makes the reader feel more connected and into reading your work. 
Assessment Activity:
Thumbs up, thumbs down:
· I will write example sentences, on the board, including different vocabulary words. Examples being used: (“The exhausted boy stumbled up the stairs after school.” “I was happy to be home.” “The soccer player was drained and sluggish.” “The small dog went for a short walk.”) Some examples will have descriptive, elaborate word choices and others will basic, poor word choices. The vocabulary word will be underlined. As a whole, the class will give a “thumbs up,” if they think the words adds descriptive detail to the sentence or a “thumbs down,” if they do not. This will demonstrate to me the understanding the class has of the topic. If the class has chosen “thumbs down,” I will ask for a volunteer to give an example of a better, more descriptive word, in place of the original vocabulary word.
