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What are writing beliefs?
Writing beliefs are…
Specific beliefs that you wish to accomplish and practice in your classroom. These beliefs should encompass your writing lessons and as a teacher you should do your best to portray these beliefs in your instructional time with the students. 
	What do these beliefs entail?
Each one can somewhat relate to the other but to start off, students should be able to write about the things that they want because it allows for them to be creative and not have restrictive boundaries by being given a specific topic that they may not relate to as well as other students. Students should be able to work along-side of their teacher to better their writing. Also, the writing process should be taught to students as if it is a very fluid process instead of a set of specific steps. It again, is less restricting. The last belief is that writing is a tool and can be used for students to brainstorm ideas and can be easily accessed by students as a reference for future assignments. All of these beliefs can be portrayed in Daniels, Content Area Writing, Barone’s, Teaching Early Literacy, Duke’s, Reading and Writing Genre with Purpose, and Bratcher’s, Evaluating Children’s Writing.
