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In Plato's book the “Symposium”, Agathon wants to celebrate his first victory with his play. The members of his company gathered around to drink and give speeches about love. At this party Socrates gives his speech about love. While reading the “Symposium”, I believe Alcibiades speech confirms Socrates speech because Alcibiades is obsessed with one individual, which leads him to bad behavior, and this creates misery and suffering. 
After Agathon's speech, Socrates state he once had the same opinions as Agathon. Socrates claims to have met a woman by the name of Diotima. She apparently taught him everything about the subject love. Diotima convinced him that he was wrong. Diotima passed her wisdom of love to Socrates. Then Socrates shared Diotimas knowledge and wisdom with the other guests. Diotima believed that love is a spirit which falls between a god and a human (201d-204c). Love is a lover of wisdom and falls between ignorance and wisdom (204a). Diotima had Socrates agree that love is the desire to have the good forever. Diotima's explains the Form of Beauty to Socrates. 
The first step is to love a particular body. Secondly, realize all bodies are beautiful and share something common. The third step is to find the soul to be beautiful. The lover recognizes that spiritual and moral beauty matters more than physical beauty. Forth, notice the beautiful laws and institutions that were created by these beautiful souls. Fifth, learn that there is beauty in knowledge. Lastly, Beauty itself is an everlasting loveliness which neither comes nor goes (210B-212B). Socrates talks about the Eros which is the love is to have good things and happiness forever (205D). 
All the other men at the symposium congratulate Socrates, then they hear this loud knocking on the door. Alcibiades burst in and is very drunk (212D).  Alcibiades is very upset to see Agathon next to Socrates. Alcibiades tells the men how he pursued Socrates and how Socrates shuts him down. 
Looking at Alcibiades speech you can see that he does not care about the truth. He cares about the power that comes with knowledge.  To obtain this power, Alcibiades spends time with Socrates. Alcibiades is obsessed with the power Socrates and how he fascinates the other members of the party (215E). Alcibiades tried to seduce Socrates by wrestling or doing anything sexual with him. Socrates is not interested instead he tries to get Alcibiades to talk. Alcibiades is very disappointed, he concludes that he is being rejected. It is obvious to see that Alcibiades did not follow the second step of the ladder, which was realize all people are beautiful and share something common. Alcibiades was so in love with Socrates that him made very vulnerable to loss. People who believe beauty is everywhere follow the ladder of love can move on. They will eventually find another thing to love. 
This obsession, that lead to the rejection, made Alcibiades feel humiliated. This is a breaking point for him and Alcibiades hits rock bottom. He is so upset that Socrates does not love him that he drinks. He drinks so much people are probably going to make fun of him. Before Alcibiades become sober some stories and rumors will probably spread around. By not following the ladder of love Alcibiades is miserable and is suffering. 
Some may argue that Alcibiades reveals Socrates to be inhumanly insensitive to him. But, Socrates had the right response. Socrates is doing the best he could by not heightening the already toxic situation. Socrates is moving on from the past and has going to the future. On the contrary, Alcibiades is living a miserable life and is so focused on the past.
