The dependent variable is family involvement which is asked on a scale from 0-10. The independent variable is the highest education earned within the household; this was asked by 1. Some high school, 2. High school diploma or GED, 3. Certification from a trade or vocational school, 4. Some college, 5. Associate’s degree, 6. Bachelor’s degree, 7. Graduate degree or more. To collapse the responses into two groups, 1,2,3, and 4, became “Less than college” and groups 5,6, and 7 became “College degree or higher.” 
The mean of less than college is 7.108 and the mean of college degrees or higher is 7.176. The p value was not less than .05, meaning that when generalized to a population using independent samples t-test, we find that there is not a significant difference between the means.
