How a child chooses their wish
Here’s how the process works: once our Wishers are informed that they will be receiving a life changing wish, they are assigned a Wish Counselor. This counselor is assigned with helping each Wisher decide on the most extravagant wish they can think of, one that will make all of their dreams come true. They are taken to a room with a whiteboard, along with their families, and begin to list off a few possible wishes. Our Wish Counselor keeps record of each idea. As the ideas are thrown out, they usually start out small and then each Wisher starts revealing their big and wonderful wishes! Every possible wish written on the board is further developed by our Wish Team and then proposed to our Wishers and their families. From there, a decision is made.
