Longwood Lesson Plan

1. Academic Standards
· K.6 The student will model adding and subtracting whole numbers, using up to 10 concrete objects. 

2. Instructional Objectives:
· We want the students to be to add numbers up to 5 + 5 (using manipulatives if they need to)
· Audience: the kindergarteners of both Mrs. Johnson and Mrs. Carilli’s classes
· Behavior: excitement
· Criteria: correctly add two numbers (ranging from 0 to 5) together in a number sentence or diagram
· Degree: 90% accuracy

3. Instructional Design:
· Introduction/Motivational Device: practice adding as a group before going off and doing it by oneself; setting up how to use the manipulatives
· Subject Content/Topics: addition from 0 + 0 to 5 + 5
· Learning Activities/Procedures: a four-page single sided worksheet packet that includes different that the students will complete with the aid of manipulatives, using their blue cubes for the first number and their red cubes for the second number.
· Key Discussion Questions: Review the zero rule, and the +1 rule, give example problems and have the students give the answer before moving on to do it by themselves.
· Closure: Ask what their favorite part of the activity was and what questions they have, if any

4. Differentiated Learning Activities:
· Number of learners/genders: 16 students, 8 boys and 8 girls
· Race/ethnicity: one black/mixed, two Hispanic 
· School Social Economic Status: it’s a private school so higher social economic status than average
· Special needs: one student wears hearing aids
· Language proficiency: everyone speaks English, although a few speak other languages as well
· Strategies used for these learners: give them any extra help they need, speaking clearly and repeating anything they do not understand

5. Instructional Resources and Technology:
· Worksheets with the appropriate range of addition problems on them
· The snap-together cube things


6. Formative Assessment:
· Teacher checks over their work when they have completed the packet to make sure they in fact did the work correctly

7. Reflection:
