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Tummyache – Humpday [EP] (2019/Miscellaneous)
1. Machine: Chattering.  Guitar starts, some overdrive effects.  Good melody thus far.  Female vocalist.  Vocals are okay, style matches the guitar effects.  Lyrics are pretty cool.  Drum and bass comes in.  Good pounding drums, sick snare.  Synth embellishments.  Refrain sounds lit AF.  Good vocals, melody is nice and simple so the vocals can lead.  Post refrain sounds terrible though, some kind of “malfunctioning” guitar solo, very dodgy and distorted.  Verse is fine.  Refrain is back.  Drums are really killer in the refrain.  Cool ending with a quick cutoff and weird noise.  Play this track.
2. Humpday: Echoing and distant speaking, guitar comes in with some sort of tapping noise or applause.  Wavering synth tremolos into obscurity.  Vocals are amazing!  Guitar riff is simple and satisfying.  Drums come in heavy and strong.  Synth embellishment.  Vocals and lyrics continue to stun.  Refrain is full of chill energy, exciting but not over-the-top.  Has sort of a fast-paced Sinéad O’Connor vibe.  Verse is good.  Synth embellishment.  Refrain comes back.  Guitar solo is faint and buried under drum and bass with what wounds like distant and faint speaking.  Ends on synth note.  Play this!
3. Commonplace: Low bass notes and synth.  Drums come in fast-paced like a dance club.  Vocals are nice.  Guitar comes in with a simple melody.  Drums cut out for refrain.  Drums come back in for next verse.  Super chill.  Drums are freaking out for the bridge, guitar comes in, muffled distortion on a guitar too.  Vocalizations are not too much.  Zenith of the bridge, vocalizations are at full tilt.  Fades with synth warbling.  This is also lit, play this too.
4. Median: Guitar riff starts, nice electric with some slight overdrive.  Vocals start, sounds good as usual.  Lyrics sound cool so far.  Two brief overdriven guitar notes before the refrain comes in which a knockout punch!  Drums are heavy as a whale and the bass is on fire.  Vocals are sick.  Guitar riffs are simple yet hard-hitting.  Fades quickly into synth riffs.  Verse returns, everything is back to normal.  Refrain comes back with the same energy as before.  Bridge follows the same riff as the refrain.  Vocalizations are good.  Goes simple for and extended bridge.  Heavy drums come in, good rhythm.  Guitars keep up the fire.  Vocalizations sort of sound like sneezing though.  Slows down and distorts for the final hurrah, heavy blasting noises and discordant guitars.  Pretty cool but feels a little overpowered.  Maybe play it.
5. In Between: Distorted phone answering machine message.  Guitars come in abruptly and with attitude.  Slow tempo, guitars wailing over snare and hi-hat.  Vocals are delicate and calm.  Guitar and vocals only.  Lyrics are nice.  Synth noises interspersed.  Synth tone as slow tempo guitars come in.  Vocals are peaceful-sounding and slightly distant.  Synth garbling as the track abruptly ends.  Nice track.  Maybe play it.
Summary: Tummyache is an exciting and upbeat album with a blur between soft punk and indie style music.  Soren Bryce’s vocals are clean and pure with no forced or strained singing.  They give upbeat and intense tracks a touch of relaxation by toning down the intensity and bringing up the chill factor.  This album will make a fine addition to the library of WMLU radio.

Supercel – Supercel (Year Unavailable/Indie Rock)
1. Original Sin: Starts with peppy and upbeat drums under a synth riff. Bass is pretty solid. Guitar riff begins.  Vocals come in; they sound good.  Lyrics are okay.  Lots of rock organ.  Refrain sounds alright.  Verse comes back.  Refrain comes back.  Bridge sounds alright.  Some piano chords.  Sick 80s synth solo.  Vocals are sorta staticky.  It sounds like a cool song.  Guitar riffs match the bass, soul organ.  Fades out.  Maybe play this.
2. Times Have Changed: Bass guitar and drums with some guitar plucking.  Upbeat and snazzy.  Vocals come in, they sound really good.  Lyrics sound nice thus far.  Vocals are crisp.  Synthesized strings before returning to the snazzy bass and guitar from earlier.  Back to strings.  Strings play during verse.  Stings cut out for pre-refrain.  Soul organ rising chords.  Strings are back.  Snazzy is back.  Bridge sounds nice.  Back to snazzy with strings. Bass and synth fade out.  It’s fun and jazzy, play it.
3. Automatic Love Patrol: Fades in with drums, bass, and synths.  Has a super disco vibe to it, like haze on the dancefloor and lights.  Vocals come in, they sound nice.  Drums are pretty sick.  Pre-refrain sounds very nice too.  Lyrics are kinda cool.  Bass and drum solo with distant and staticky vocals.  Disco synth comes in.  Vocals are back to normal for the verses.  Title is sung between lines of the verses.  Pre-refrain is back with synth chords.  Drum and bass solo and then the refrain.  Different chords ply after the refrain, rising chords on the soul organ, anticipation is building.  Bass adds to the anticipation.  Pre-refrain is back.  Synth offbeat notes.  Back to refrain with some 70s guitar twangy riffs.  Disco synth is back.  Ends on a synth note, fades abruptly.  Sounds cool, play it on disco night or at any time.
4. Glory Nights: Sexy drumbeat with synths.  More disco vibes.  Semi-falsetto vocals, not the best.  This is like someone trying to do the Bee Gees falsetto during karaoke.  Synth strings come in, vocals seem to be going less falsetto.  Vocals are kinda normal now.  Videogame style synth chirps.  Vocalizations are a little too dramatic.  Dual singing with vocalizations and lines from the refrain.  Solo vocalizations with videogame chirps.  Drums come in with some semi-falsetto vocals.  Dual falsetto vocals and vocalizations as it fades.  Sewing machine/scissor noise.  Don’t worry about playing this one.
5. To Win a War: Low synth notes, rising up.  Vocals are nice, but lyrics seem a little dull thus far.  Nice synths though.  Synth pianos come in.  Vocals feel a little too dramatized.  Drums and bass come in, more synths.  Rewound synth sound effect.  Lyrics are a little better now.  Distant rhythmic marching, bells, slower and more intense.  Tempo increases, marching and bells fade out.  Synths are back.  Vocals are okay.  Vocals, bass, and synths.  Intensity returns with dual vocals.  Fades out.  Don’t worry about playing this one.
6. Love is Strong: Birdsong.  Guitar riffs with string/cello riffs.  Vocals are nice, lyrics are okay so far.  Piano chords come in.  Twanging guitar with piano.  Harmonica for a brief moment.  Drums are fast paced.  It sounds alright.  Guitars come in.  Vocals and reduced accompaniment.  Rapid drum rhythm.  Drum riff as guitars launch into solo.  Staticky vocals with piano.  Rapid drums come back with synth clarinet sound and other synths.  Ends abruptly.  Maybe play it, but it’s a big maybe.
7. Chain Reaction: Starts abruptly.  Overdriven guitar with meaty bass and heavy drums.  Vocals are nice.  Delicate chime before synths perform chords.  Pre-refrain with lots of crashing cymbals.  Refrain has staticky vocals with some nice guitars and lots of cymbals.  Drums slow down.  Dual vocals of staticky and more staticky.  Back to verse and normal vocals.  Pre-refrain synth chords.  Refrain.  Delicate chimes and cymbals with vocals.  Vocals have an extended synth, dodgy warbling synth.  Refrain.  Ends on synth fade.  Play this.
8. Jitterbug: Starts abruptly with drums and bass.  Upbeat and snazzy.  Guitar riffs with interspersed synth chords.  More semi-falsetto.  Updated 70s funk jive.  Pre-refrain.  Refrain in normal vocals.  Vocals just aren’t very good.  It’s also too long.   Fades out.  Don’t bother playing this.
9. Down to That River: Synth strings start with drum and bass.  Electric guitar comes in very 70s.  Vocals are good.  Refrain is nice.  Staticky vocals are a bit too much.  Fades out.  Maybe play it.
Summary: Fun and imaginative, Supercel is a creative throwback to 70s disco with an updated feel.
Troi Irons - Lost Angels (Year unavailable/Genre unavailable)
1. Give Rain: Mystical echoing singing.  Creepy.  I don’t like it, I’m scared.  Synth warble.  Metronome tapping with piano and synth.  Vocals are super nice!  Lyrics sound cool.  Acoustic guitar comes in for the refrain.  This is good once you move past the creepy intro.  Weird speaking at the end. If we can cut the intro and outro then play this.
2. Money: Vocals are alright.  Heavy drums.  Might have to censor for drug use and implied nudity.  Vocals are cool and lyrics are nice too.  Cool synths.  Play this.
3. Strangers: Chill guitar start with vocalization.  Vocals are nice.  String plucks.  Thicc drums.  Metal guitars.  Some spoken verses, but they’re okay.  This is a killer track, play it with other hard rock.
4. Lost Angels: Guitar with synths.  Nice heavy drums.  Vocals are nice.  Solid hard rock vibe.
5. Velvetine: Nice chill guitar strumming.  Vocals are nice.  EDM drums.  Refrain is very pretty.  Play this.
6. Damaged: Vocalizations with guitar.  Lyrics discuss heavy subject matter.  Nice hard rock grunge vibe.  Like a cooler Evanescence.  Play this.
7. Me Myself & I Pt II (Heartbreak Kid): Self-aware, “studio-live”.  Unpolished.  Sounds nice but lacks the excitement of the other tracks.  Super short too.
8. Dreams: Upbeat pop intro.  Vocals are nice.  Very contemporary pop.  Ending is a bit weird.  Maybe play this.
9. I Fell in Love: Vocalizations and EDM drums.  Vocals are nice.  Very contemporary pop.
10. Hold on to Your Heart: Calm intro with synth chords.  Vocals are nice.  Very contemporary pop.
11. Home: Guitar and vocals.  Very nice.  Good echo effect.  EDM drums.  It’s nice.  Play it.
Summary: Lost Angels is a beautiful album which combines hard rock vibes, pop themes, and amazing vocals to create a true audio treat.  Definitely play this album!
