· Welcome Class
· Good Morning, how are you?
· Any Weekend plans?
· Introduce class agenda
· Starting Roaring 20s movement for the next few weeks
· Culture Poster
· Review Notes

· Slide 2
· Allow students 3-5 minutes to answer
· Allow a few students to share with the class


	Instruction/Modeling
Provide learning experiences that help them reach today’s learning target. 
	Instructional sequence builds kids to meet the learning goals.
Instructional activities meet/correlate to the learning goals.
Video with Diagram:
· Play vid. Attached on slide 3
· Students should fill out bubbles with things they notice, such as inventions, fashion, trends, sports, etc. 
· After video is done playing allow students to wrap up their thoughts
· Have students share some of the things they wrote down
Culture Poster: (15-20 minutes)
· Restate expectations
· Raise your hand to answer a question or make a comment
· Make sure you are on the correct slide with the class and taking notes
· Split class into groups of 3-4, give each a large piece of paper
· Groups will be their partner, and a pair that sits behind or next to them
· Students will define what “Culture” is, list current trends
· When people look back on 2020 in 30 years, what will they remember or think of?
· (i.e. crocs, hydroflasks, renegade)
· Students will be given about 10 minutes to work on their poster
· Students will share their work with the class, and the class will discuss our culture and its importance (5-10 minutes)
· Begin talking about the “Culture” of the 1920s (i.e. instead of scrunchies and crocs, they wore flapper dresses)
· If students finish early, have them draw some pictures of the trends of today
