Journal Entry on 'Terministic Screen'

1. How does Keough's article define "terministic screen"? 
Keough defines terministic screen as directing “the attention of the audience along a certain line of thought”. (Keough 3) Keough also goes on to explain that a terministic screen “is a definition of reality”. (Keough 3)
2. What is the relationship between 'sexist language' and 'terministic screen'? How does the notion of "terministic screen" explain the use of sexist language (historically)?
The relationship between sexist language and terministic screens is that, as Keough argues, the English language in itself is sexist in whole, and terministic screens is what classifies language. Keough argues that "We must use terministic screens, since we can't say anything without the use of them." (Keough 3) Therefore, sexist language “operate[s] as a terministic screen and contributes to sexism.” (Keough 3) Historically, using sexist language, or implementing a sexist terministic screen, “promotes and perpetuates sex role stereotypes”.  (Keough 6)
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
