Wang uses the averages of local polls to create an electoral college outlook. Wang has been using his model in the past few elections and correctly called the past three elections using his model.
The graphic representation of the aggregate data is a chart that represents 68% and 95% likelihoods of electoral college outcomes.
According to Wang's website, Hilary Clinton will win the election with 95% certainty. During his talk, Wang argued that an election like this is neither particularly volatile (statistically and in comparison to other national elections), and that a candidate like Trump was statistically likely to happen at some point. He also said that a switch between red states and blue states (electoral college wise) could happen soon.
