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There are plenty of resources on campus that I can utilize, but three that will come especially in handy during my time at Longwood are the library, professors’ office hours, and honors-specific resources.
First, I’ve already used some of the myriad of resources available to me from Greenwood Library. My computer gave up on life this past week, so I’m actually typing this up on a library public access computer. I also borrowed a library laptop for the latter half of this week, and will be loaning a laptop out again (and probably a third time) until my new laptop arrives in the mail. Being that I have assignments I literally cannot complete without a computer, I’d say that the computer resources the library has to offer are pretty useful.
I also tried going to the writing center at the library a few weeks back, but it honestly didn’t help me. I felt like I was wasting both my and the tutor’s time, but that doesn’t necessarily mean that I’ll never have a class it’s useful for. The third thing I can think of the library as a resource for is to get books for research related projects. I haven’t had a proper research project yet, but I can’t imagine I’ll get through college without one.
The second major resource I have at Longwood is office hours. I’ve already been to the office hours for Pre-Calculus and Honors American Literature (before I dropped that class), and I feel like office hours are pretty useful. For Pre-Calculus I don’t usually have in-depth, complicated questions that require extensive answers, but it helps to be able to pop in to clarify one or two small things. I don’t go to office hours for any class as I thought I would, but I’m sure that will change as my classes progress and become more challenging.

As an Honors student, I have access to resources that the general student body does not. Specifically, I have another advisor, a honors peer mentor, the Honors House, and the Honors “family.” I know the last one technically is not an academic resource, but I can honestly say I get the whole “honors is family” thing, and if I need something for a project (like a book or an art supply or even just reassurance from someone who survived the same project previously), I have a network of people to go to. As far as official academic resources go, the Honors College can help me with scheduling and honors courses. The Honors College can also help me arrange my study abroad experience.
