“A Day in the Life of 1915 State Normal School Senior”

This project was constructed in the genre of tweets, using inspiration and information found in the scrapbooks of Mary Rumbough (class of 1915), the 1913-14 catalog of the State Normal School (SNS), and the training manual for the kindergarten and elementary track at the SNS from the same time period. Although Rumbough is used as a sample and model, because of her high involvement and extant paper trail, the aim of this project is to represent what a day would or could look like for a SNS senior in 1915 in general. The 1913-14 catalog used because there was not a 1914-15 one available through the Longwood archives. The tweets are numbered below each tweet because google docs had that constraint when I assembled them together to imitate a twitter feed on a google doc. 
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Endnotes
1. Per the 1913-14 course catalog, prayer was encouraged but not required, and faculty were given lists of students from their denomination so they could show them where the local church was. Rumbough (whose writings and involvement inspired this project) was a devout methodist and involved in her church community so she would have been up early for these activities. 
2. Dining was providing in-house by local staff at this point. The Mary Cox in this tweet is the cousin of Mary Veneable Cox, who the Cox building is named after. The end of the tweet is a jab at Aramark, creative license from the modern student who created this project. At the time our institution called was the State Normal School, referred to by students as “SNS” or “The SNS” in yearbooks, scrapbooks, and other student publications. 
3. Price of a semester college (with room and board) at State Normal School in 1914, per course catalog. Adjusted for inflation it would be $4262.58 for the semester’s tuition and room and board. Per the cost calculator on Longwood’s 2019 website, the same for an in-state student today would be about $12,594 per semester.
4. One of the courses required of Kindergarten track teachers, per the course 1913-14 catalog. Rumbough, the student used as a guide for this project, was on and graduated with the kindergarden track. 
5. One of the courses required of kindergarten track teachers, per the course catalog and training manual.
6. One of the courses required of kindergarten track teachers, per the course catalog and manual. The attitude is a creative license on my part, but in my opinion consistent with the tone of Rumbough’s scrapbooks. 
7. The SNS had “family style” dining at this point, according to the catalog.
8. Language was still required of seniors, per the course catalog 1913-14. Rumbough took French according to the yearbook and her scrapbooks, so French class is invoked here.
9. One of the courses required of Kindergarten track teachers, per the course catalog.
10. There were four Literary Societies on Campus at the time, per the yearbook and course catalog. Each society would meet weekly and then meet with other societies for debates. The Pieran Society is advertised here because Rumbough was president of it in 1915.
11. The drama club put on many shows, evidence of which can be seen in scrapbooks and the yearbook. There were many organizations at the State Normal School that a student might be advertising but Rumbough was a member of the Dramatic Club so I showcased that organization.
12. The YWCA was really important to the SNS at this point in history and is included in the course catalog as part of student life. It features heavily in the course catalog and yearbook and the specific committee advertised (the music committee) was chaired by Rumbough at the time.
