	I hypothesize that families that interact more with their child/children during a typical day were more involved in the sugar writing activity. In other words, ranking that parents spent a significant amount of time with their child/children during the day would influence the amount of involvement of an activity. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Parent’s rank of the amount of time they spend daily with their child/children is represented with the coefficient of 0.1236 units. Therefore, it appears that amount of time spent daily with their child/children and involvement in activities are positively related. This finding is not significant (p = 0.568). The R-squared statistic is 0.009384, meaning that this model explains 0.9 percent of the variation of the dependent variable (activity involvement).
