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The Differences in Writing Between Stories
	In “The Murders in the Rue Morgue”, the smaller setting and limited character development created a much less suspenseful story than “Trouble is My Business”, which had a much broader setting with much more character development. The differences between the two stories, while both being in first person, reflected in the story plot.
	The differences in the settings gave “Trouble is My Business” a much broader plot base and crime scene than that of “The Murders in the Rue Morgue”. The smaller setting in “The Murders in the Rue Morgue” provided a detailed image of the 4-story apartment in the city of Paris, in comparison to “Trouble is My Business” where the setting took place all over the city of Los Angeles. Poe had described the building as "the apartment was in the wildest disorder-- 
the furniture broken and thrown about in all directions” (Poe, 7). This scene emphasized the crime scene in the setting, but it limits as far as where else it could have taken place. In this apartment, the crime scene took place along with almost all of the evidence being found in the one apartment. With the author having all of the evidence and only one place for the crime, the reader does not have much curiosity or suspense except for who did the crime. The reader knows where it took place, what was found, and that when investigating the area, it would not take nearly as long to search and find answers as a whole city would have taken. 
	In “The Murders in the Rue Morgue” the evidence was described as “On a chair lay a razor, besmeared with blood. On the hearth were two or three long and thick tresses of grey human hair, also dabbled in blood, and seeming to have been pulled out by the roots” (Poe, 7). This shows that almost all of the evidence was found in the apartment and there was not too much of a challenge for the detective. Further down the page, it was mentioned “after a thorough investigation of every portion of the house, without farther discovery, the party made its way into a small paved yard in the rear of the building” (Poe, 7). Even when the detective had to go investigate and look into the crime scene some more, he was still out in front of the apartment and not far from the area. When there is a particular area used for a crime scene, it also limits how many people interact with the detective so there will not be as many characters introduced. 
	In “Trouble is My Business”, the setting is much more advanced and thought out. It had mentioned a place being near “out in West Hollywood, on the Strip” and when the detective is looking for work, he mentioned “There's plenty of coolie labor around town” (Chandler, 1). These lines show that it did take place in Los Angeles, and it was around town, not just in the office or crime building. The multiple locations keep the reader interested and curious because now the reader has no idea where the next stop is or where the author is taking them next. Throughout the story, there were many stops the detective made to either talk to new characters, inspect evidence, or come across a new murder victim. Some of the stops included “It was east of Ivar, an old two-story building faced with brick” (Chandler, 2) and “I parked fairly near the ornamental forecourt and went along to the pale blue neon sign over the entrance to the basement garage” (Chandler, 3). Since Philip Marlowe (the detective) was always on the move, his next move was unpredictable, and it kept the reader on their toes. 
	With the setting influencing the character interaction, the character development was much more creative in “Trouble is My Business” than in “The Murders in the Rue Morgue”. In “The Murders in the Rue Morgue” the setting was so peculiar, and the interaction was so limited, that the only characters given to the reader were C. Auguste Dupin (the detective), Madame L’Espanaye and Mademoiselle Camille, Adolphe Le Bon, the narrator, and the sailor. When 
introducing Dupin, the author mentioned and showed how sophisticated he was by saying “Books, indeed, were his sole luxuries” (Poe, 3). As a detective, Dupin did it for the love of the activity, not for the money, and it is stated as “he ceased to bestir himself in the world, or to care for the retrieval of his fortunes” (Poe, 3). The author had not given a good back story or past description of the narrator or of Dupin so that leaves it a mystery for the reader. With the other characters, the author had not given much information or development, so the reader only really gets attached to the detective, or the narrator (since it is in first person).  Poe mentions characters as they come up in the story, and then moves on. There is no real development on than the detective’s portrayal in the investigation. After the sailor was mentioned, the author described him as “a tall, stout, and muscular looking person, with a certain dare devil expression of countenance, not altogether unprepossessing” (Poe, 20). The author does use imagery and descriptions, but there is a lack of emotion and development with the characters in the story as there is little dialogue.
	The character development in “Trouble is my Business”, the plot and story line were much broader, therefore giving a better chance for the author to develop his characters. With multiple crime scenes, characters, and scenes happening in the story, the characters developed a lot. The detective, Marlowe, was used all throughout the story and all over the setting. This was great because the readers got to see his personality, emotions, and actions. A character had asked Marlowe “Some kind of a dick, aren't you?" and he responded, “I lit a cigarette and nodded” (Chandler, 3). Another scene Marlowe was given scotch and his response was “It was good Scotch. In fact, it was perfect” (Chandler, 3). Later on, he gets ruffed up in a fight and leaves the building with that same scotch bottle, because that is all he really cared about. This showed how the serious detective was also nonchalant and careless with himself. Besides the detective, the author used a lot of dialogue in the story which is great to show the emotion or thoughts of some characters. With many characters used, all of them at some point talked to the detective. The detective gave his opinion, as well as letting the reader create their own. With the vast use of dialogue and events, the author was able to create and develop many characters. 
	After comparing the two stories, “The Murders in Rue Morgue” and “Trouble is my Business”, it was easy to show that the setting and character development was more in depth and had more details in “Trouble is my Business” than in “The Murders in Rue Morgue”. This allowed for a much longer plot line with more detail, and gave more suspense, interest, and curiosity to the crime/crimes. 
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
