1. Watch 90 minutes of television programs designed for children AND these programs must have commercials (CBS, NBC, ABC will all work on Saturday mornings; some of the cable networks will work BUT only at times when CHILDREN would be watching CHILDREN’S SHOWS – must have commercials.)  If your channel has no commercials, change channels.  Watching Nickelodeon at 11 pm does not work either.
