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	Until I watched Las Chicas del Cable, I did not know anything about how women were treated in Madrid, Spain, besides the general assumption of it being similar to how women were treated in the United States. While the treatment of women displayed in the television drama may be overdramatized for the sake of the show, the foundation on which they based their show has merit. Like women in the United States, women in Madrid were expected to cook, clean, take care of their children, sew, etc. This habitual and confining role that women were presumed to assume was partially changed with the introduction of technology. The Edificio Telefónica offered women the opportunity to have a job outside of their homes and make money, independently. While the role within the company was minor, it was vital to the operation of the technology. This role empowered women and contributed to sparking the movement that would help women gain more rights in Spain. Additionally, with the introduction and progression of technology that Spain helped cultivate, Spain partook in monumental pieces of technological history, such as the first transatlantic call between the United States and Spain. Spain took and continues to take part in its role in the advancement of technology and in its history. Such technology allowed for relations between countries to be strengthened.
