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Out of all of the available schools in this survey, how many could be considered the most racially diverse? How many have the most teachers in their schools? Which schools have the shortest or the longest school days? Which schools have the most high school graduates -- or the least?
The data provided within this data set consists of the names of private schools from elementary to high schools. They include statistics on religious affiliation (if any,) race/ethnicity of students, how long the school days and school years are, how many high schoolers graduate from their schools, how many teachers are employed per school, among other things. I will be using some methods in Python to find the largest and smallest numbers of these specific subjects, and thereby finding out which of these schools rank highest or lowest on each subject. By doing this, I would find out which schools are the most racially diverse, which schools have the highest graduation record, or which schools have the lowest records in these regards.
