SIGNIFICANT SCHOOL HISTORY:









Grades Repeated: 0
Number of Schools Attended: 2 
Anna-Kate is a White female in the fifth grade at Crystal Spring Elementary School and is preparing to go onto middle school. She is being evaluated to determine her eligibility to be tested for a learning disability as well as for an IEP. Anna’s mother, Emily, stated that she wanted her daughter to have the best resources for when she moves onto middle school and a new school. Anna started to display signs of the inability to focus in the 3rd grade, but has been struggling to make friends since entering kindergarten. In attempt to help Anna-Kate, teachers have moved her to the front of the classroom in order for the teacher to keep an eye on her, however, Anna stated that it made her feel embarrassed because the attention was always brought to her.   

Anna-Kate receives good grades, however, due to her inability to focus, she is not confident in her academic abilities. Her teacher, Ms. Bryant, stated that she performs very well on assignments that are sent home, but while working on assignments in class, she struggles refocusing after completing a problem and is often caught daydreaming. She also stated that she learned that moving Anna to the front of the room only affected her productivity negatively due to more attention being on her. Ms. Bryant reported that Anna-Kate expressed that she feels that she is not learning much because she cannot focus long enough to retain the information. However, Anna-Kate’s work is accurate, and she has begun to ask for help more often than she used to. 
Anna-Kate has had one behavioral incident that occurred in February 2021 where she disrupted that class due to Ms. Bryant repeatedly telling her to focus and complete her work. However, there have been no other incidents at school or in the home. Due to this incident, her teacher pushed for her to be evaluated. Anna-Kate has a close relationship with her music teacher, Ms. Miller, and is able to open up to her as they have built a system of trust. Mrs. Franklin noted that Anna-Kate is not against school, but often comes home expressing feelings of sadness due to her lack of friends and frustration towards schoolwork and having to sit still in a classroom for long periods of time. 
PARENT/GUAURDIAN’S VIEW OF CURRENT PLACEMENT:





Mrs. Franklin stated that her and Anna-Kate’s father never realized how much their daughter struggled until this school year. They are concerned with how long it takes Anna-Kate to complete one assignment and worry about how much stress it causes her. Mrs. Franklin noted that she is the one who helps with her homework and one page of math homework can take Anna three hours to complete, when it should only take 30 minutes. While they are not concerned with her grades, they stated that they are concerned that she will fall behind once she moves onto middle school. Mrs. Franklin also noted that since her daughter struggles at social interactions, it can result in not being able to be in a group work setting in the future and does not know how to help her daughter with her communication skills. DESCRIPTION OF STUDENT:
                 








Mrs. Franklin describes Anna-Kate as below average in regard to her height and weight. She looks younger than her peers which Anna has stated makes her feel embarrassed. When Anna comes home and is discouraged about school, she copes by listening to music and watching different plays. Due to her lack of interaction with her peers, she has not developed at the same rate as her peers socially. She was born slightly underweight and was in the NICU for 2 days before going home. Developmentally, Anna-Kate met all milestones within normal limits/rates except for her weight and height as she has always been below average. 
Her mother noted that in the summertime, she has a complete attitude change and is active and happy. She occasionally interacts with other children her age at the pool, but she is never the first to engage in conversation and does not hold the conversation long. She also enjoys playing at the park down the street from her house, as well as play outside in her backyard. When school begins again, Anna-Kate displays excitement, but her excitement goes away soon after resuming school. Due to her father’s job, the family had to move to a new city resulting in Anna-Kate losing communication with her two friends.
In the home, Anna-Kate is required to do chores around the house including making her bed every morning, cleaning her room every weekend, cleaning the litter box when need be, and taking the trash out. In order for Anna to complete her chores, it takes constant reminders, but she does not resist when doing them. Mrs. Franklin noted that Anna’s behavior is good at home and she does not get in trouble often, except for when she does not complete her chores on time. Mrs. Franklin stated that they ban her from the TV as a punishment leading her to complete them soon after. 
DESCRIPTION OF FAMILY:
                








Anna-Kate is the only child born to Mrs. Franklin. Her parents, Joshua and Emily Franklin are married; however, Emily has a closer relationship with Anna-Katie compared to Joshua. Mrs. Franklin stated that her husband is always busy with work resulting in a strained relationship with his daughter and acts more of a friend than a father figure. Anna-Kate spends a great deal of time at her maternal grandparents and looks forward to seeing them. 
Mr. Franklin was born and raised in Richmond, Virginia and lived there until college, where he attended George Mason University, which is where he met Mrs. Franklin, who was born and raised in Virginia Beach. The pair were together for three years, before marrying, and have been married for 13 years. Both parents are only children, like their daughter. Anna-Kate and her parents live in a 4-bedroom house in a gated community located in Tacoma Washington. The neighborhood is middle to upper class and has a community pool. Mrs. Franklin noted that they moved to this neighborhood due to the school being highly ranked and in hopes of Anna making friends throughout their neighborhood.
MEDICAL/HEALTH INFORMATION: 

Anna-Kate continues to be underweight and shorter than others but has no other issues besides that. She has never been hospitalized and has never had surgery. She is relatively healthy, and the only medication she takes is allergy medicine. She began wearing glasses mid-November 2020 and is farsighted.

SUMMARY/CONCLUSIONS:










In conclusion, after this interview, Anna-Kate displays signs of a learning disability and should be given the proper resources in order for her to succeed. Anna-Kate needs to be involved in more group work settings in and out of school to help her communicate with others and make friends. Anna-Kate is a hardworking student who tries her best, but still struggles greatly doing so. Her mother is the sole supporter for Anna-Kate when it comes to school since Mr. Franklin is always busy outside of work. 
RECOMMENDATION(S):











1. Parent/Guardian was encouraged to continue working with Anna-Kate at home, which would provide additional opportunity to review concepts learned at school.

2. Upon the completion of all evaluation components, parent was encouraged to attend the Student-Based Eligibility meeting to determine Anna-Kate’s continued eligibility for exceptional education services.

3. The School-Based Eligibility Committee (SBEC) will review all assessments, documentations, and recommendations to determine the most appropriate educational program and/or classroom intervention strategies to address the student’s overall academic, social and/or behavioral needs.

4. Community resources and/or other informational handouts were provided.

5. “Parental Rights” information sheet for parents of children suspected of being handicapped or receiving exceptional education & related services were briefly reviewed and discussed.

6. School Work Services were offered to family.

7. Parent was encouraged to take an active role in her child’s education by attending scheduled parent/teacher conferences, participating in school functions, and maintaining regular communication with classroom teacher and other related school personnel to monitor academic performance, behavioral concerns, and/or school attendance.

8. The parent was encouraged to enroll Anna-Kate into sports and plays outside of school to help with her peer-to-peer communication skills.
