	Antonio (Tony) D’Angelo is the biological father of Marina, Paul, and Tony. Mr. D’Angelo’s first wife passed away due to cancer four years ago. He is the husband of Selma (Perini) D’Angelo as well as the stepfather of Benedetta. Mrs. D’Angelo is the biological mother of Benedetta aged 14. Marina is a 16-year-old who has been experiencing some issues and has been acting out in ways that are not healthy. It is affecting her family as well as the relationships she has with others. Paul is a 13-year-old, and his brother Tony is 10 years old. 
	Mrs. D’Angelo’s mother, Mrs. Guilietto aged 68 moved in with her daughter, Selma who is also affecting Mariana’s behavior. She is currently dealing with a degenerative kidney disease which stems from her Type II diabetes. 
The Presenting Problem 
	The presenting problem within this family is that they are overwhelmed with everything going on and need to seek help. Mariana has been acting out within situations and is causing lots of issues within her family that need to be resolved. Her actions are overall affecting everyone in the household, and she needs to be properly diagnosed. She constantly insults others within her household and constantly puts them down. She has been acting out at Mrs. D’Angelo a lot more and she feels as if she is constantly rude to her. Mrs., D’Angelo feels as if Mr., D’Angelo is not correcting his child the correct way as he makes excuses explaining how she is just unhappy when in reality much more goes in it. Mariana is affecting their relationship in many ways. The siblings have explained how there is constant fighting in the house as well as the slamming of doors. As the family’s social worker, I would document that they need follow up appointments and that the family should in fact attend services together which would overall help them as a whole by hearing each family members point of view which then could lead the family to other services. 
The Willingness 
	In therapy each family member will most likely will have a different perspective on receiving treatment and how they would like to go about it. It may be hard to open up to someone if they have never attended treatment before as well as take. Mr. D’Angelo seemed almost surprised as services were recommended by the entire family. He did not expect the entire family to have to attend due to the main issue being between Mrs. D’Angelo and Mariana although the entire family is really impacted by these actions. Mrs. D’Angelo seemed worried about having the entire family in the room as a whole as her mother is going through a lot right now with her health and she believes having everyone in the same room will only make that worse. She is also worried about her mother’s appointments coming up for scheduling reasons although the appointments can be flexible as getting sure everyone gets to the appointment is almost essential. 
Perception of Problem 
	The problem is between many family members although most of the problems tend to be stemming from Mariana and her underlying mental health. Mr. D’Angelo’s biological children need to most likely see a therapist as they lost their mother four years ago and have not received proper treatment which may be a reason Mariana is acting out. Mariana seems as if she thinks her actions are normal and does not see a problem with how she is acting. Although she just may not feel comfortable enough or be close enough to an individual to describe to them how she really feels. Mr. and Mrs. D seem to be open to receiving treatments as he is the one who reported it. They did not expect for the treatments to include the family as a whole but after discussing how that is best as the entire family is affected, they seemed to be more open to it. The entire family does not seem as they are against it. 
Level of Functioning 
	Each family member is at a different level of functioning due to prior experiences as well as the diverse ages in the family. Age has a big influence on how individuals develop as well as the way they understand different life experiences as well as their need for mental health support. They may think the way that they are acting is seen as normal and that something is wrong with everyone around them when in reality it is really them who is stemming the issues and they need to receive proper treatment to help. 
	 Mr. D’Angelo seems as if he may need some support for himself. Although he is not the root of the problem within this case study, he is most likely dealing with grief trauma as his first wife died of cancer only a few years ago. He might benefit from a support group although he seems to be functioning in a decent manner. Mrs. D’Angelo could use support in many ways as she is overwhelmed and does understand the reason Mariana is acting out. She seems to need support and to be better educated about services she can receive as well as timing/scheduling resources that may benefit her everyday life. 
	The children in the family also seem to need support in many different aspects. Marina is not functioning in a healthy way which is overall causing her family to go through harder times as her behavior is reflecting on them. She needs to receive proper treatment before this behavior starts affecting her in many other ways and not just her family. Paul and Tony do not seem to be affected very much by Mariana’s behavior although it could be affecting the way they function in their everyday lives whether they realize it or not. Benedetta may need some extra supports as Mariana is mean to her and does not overall accept her as her own and blood sister. 
Relevant Family and Social History 
	Marina lost her mom only a few years ago which could overall be a big factor as to why she is acting out in many ways. This has had a big impact on the family and how they function without having their mom in their life. 
Cultural Values or Norms
	There are many different cultures and norms throughout life that overall impact the way families work and why they act the way that they do. Throughout the D’Angelo family there are real world issues in which they can relate to and which may be the reason they are acting the way they do act. 
Impact of Larger Systems
