Primary objective: To see if carrying extra weight 
will make the subject more stable.

Secondary objective: To find the best place to 
hold a load of weight.

Hypothesis: The subject will be more stabilized 
when they hold extra weight closer to their center.

• Muscle strength can influence balance. 
Stronger muscles all over the body generally 
allow a person to have better balance 
(Daubney & Culham 1999).

• Age and height can influence and help 
determine the best position to use when an 
individual is carrying extra weight (Lee & Lee 
2003).

• Most cases of workplace falls and injuries 
occur when a worker is carrying extra weight 
(Bentley 2009).
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• Participants were most steady in position 1, when they were not 
holding extra weight. This contradicts our hypothesis. 

• Participants were less steady in both of the positions that involved 
holding extra weight.

• Our data suggests there is a correlation between older age and 
decreased stability.

LIMITATIONS

• Subjects did not have a period of time after being handed the 
weights to find their balance.

• There was only a total of 6 participants, one of which was an 
outlier.
