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In sports, confidence isn't just some appearance; it's a major factor that defines who we are and pushes us toward achieving our goals (Chen et al., 2012). Every athlete, whether they're on the field, court, or track, realizes that having confidence in themselves is crucial not just for their own success but also for motivating those around them. The connection between confidence and success really drives people to challenge themselves and rethink what they can achieve. When we play sports, we find our purpose—an inner drive that goes beyond just winning, bringing together our passion and how we perform (Schmitt & Leonard, 1986). As we dive into the connection between sports and identity, we see how these ideas come together to create not only champions but also strong individuals who recognize their potential and motivate others in their lives.

Sport participation is extremely important for individuals. It provides a way for skill development and aids in the prosperity of self-esteem. When athletes are challenged and achieve goals in sports, it fosters the idea of achievement and helps to improve their self-esteem (Chen et al., 2012). When self-esteem grows, so does confidence, and having confidence creates an overall well-rounded athlete. Sometimes it is very hard to maintain this confidence whether an athlete is present on the field, court, or track, especially with the involvement of other peers; however, research has shown that positive peer involvement can aid in growing one's confidence (Chen et al., 2012). In addition, more research has studied the relationship between the importance of confidence in relation to sports. Confidence in sports has been shown to be a discriminating factor in successful and less successful athletes (Feltz & Weiss, 1982). In a fascinating study on the psychology of performance, weightlifters were misled by their coaches about the weights they were about to lift. Some were told they were lifting more than the actual weight, while others were told they were lifting less or the actual weight. The results showed that those who believed they were pressing less than the actual weight could lift up to 20 pounds more than expected. This illustrates how confidence can significantly impact performance; when weightlifters felt less pressure, they tapped into greater strength and capability (Feltz & Weiss, 1982).

 America includes a diverse range of social worlds enough to include different subcultures, of which sports are a part of. According to Schmitt & Leonard (1986) “Sports are a social world that is large and diverse and has various subworlds.” Sport is a competitive environment where self-evaluations are needed for self-improvement, which further leads to success (Schmitt & Leonard, 1986). Role support can be best defined as the expressed support for role identity and is a necessary condition for the post-self-helping aid in success. Individuals who participate in formal or informal sports find that they are thrilling and rewarding, further promoting success and fulfillment (Schmitt & Leonard, 1986).
	
Athletes can find a sense of purpose and motivation through sports by being involved and committed to the sport they love. Players who instill a purpose within their sport can also be drawn to inspiring others who also have a common love for the game. The importance of purpose in the world of sports says that sport is an arena of patterned behaviors, social structures, and institutional relationships that hold unique opportunities to study and understand the complexities of social life (Frey & Eitzen, 1991). The meaning of this is that sport plays a significant role in the social world and the social lives of others. Sport gives us purpose and a way to bring community and belonging to this world. The importance of sports participation has remained constant throughout history. Athletes have always found purpose and motivation in their sports; it is their passion for the game that shapes their identity and gives them a sense of purpose.

Passion drives their lives and personal growth. Teamwork and passion for the game become athletes' identities as they pursue goals.
